The SWCC Easter Special 100-mile ride with two café stops on Sunday 31st March organised by 
Club Captain, Dan Simpson. There will be two rides to choose from both starting from the 
Marketplace, Sleaford and following the same route. Mark Taylor’s group will be setting off at 8:45 
am and aiming for around 16mph. Dan’s group will be setting off at 9:00am and aiming for around 
18mph. This will be the first official ride where you will be able to ride your summer bike with no 
mudguards!  
 
Focus Rides MTB CX Series 2024. Focus Rides will be running a four round Mountain Bike cross 
country race series this year, starting at North Willingham on Sunday 31st March. All abilities and 
ages are welcome as long as you can ride a bike without stabilisers in a controlled manner and 
are comfortable riding on rugged ground.  Once again, this series will be the base for the SWCC

Please do not book before the Wednesday 
as your booking will not be accepted. 
 
SWCC 7mile League Round 1 on Thursday 11th April - The first of our Thursday evening TTs.

All SWCC Time Trials are run under CTT rules and regulations and are open to all members and 
non-members 12 years and over. All under 18s will need to submit a CTT Parental Permission 
Form before competing.
